On the 8h of September 2000, the Millennium Summit brought together 189 Heads
of Sae and Government a the headquarters of the United Naions in New York,
with the am of transmitting the clear message that the eradication of world poverty
must be a priority for dl nations. This spirit was reflected in the Millennium
Declaration, which was sgned by everyone atending the summit, and which
essentidly congtitutes a firm commitment to the Millennium Development Gods.

The firsg seven gods refer to the eradication of hunger and poverty, universa
primary education, equdity of the sexes, reducing infant and materna mortdity,
hating the advance of HIV/ AIDS, mdaria and tuberculoss, and environmentd
sustainability. God 8 focuses on promoting a world association for development
through the materidisation of afirm commitment that brings together resources and
willsin the form of dliances between rich and poor countries.

In addition, based on these godls, 18 specific targets and 48 quantifiable indicators
were developed, in order to be able to evduate the progress achieved. These targets
condtitute internationa society® "road map" with regard to cooperaion and,
therefore, the Millennium Declaration implies a paradigm shift, asit is not a smple
declaration but rather a commitment by dl the sgnatory countries with concrete
results. The message of the Declaration is that Qve are the first generation capable of
eradicating extreme poverty, and we don®want to missthat opportunityQ
